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A NEW WEEK — FR. JOHN VIEN

Over the next two weekends, the parishioners of Mary Queen of Peace will have the
opportunity to participate in the Missionary work of the Catholic Church. In the “Decree on
the Mission Activity of the Church”, called “Ad Gentes”, promulgated at the Second
Vatican Council, the Church teaches: “Having been divinely sent to the nations that she
might be ‘the universal sacrament of salvation,’ the Church, in obedience to her founder
and because it is demanded by her own essential universality, strives to preach the
Gospel to all people.” Likewise: “The Church on earth is by her nature missionary since,
according to the plan of the Father, she has as her origin the mission of the Son and the
Holy Spirit.”

Most of us think of the Church’s Missionary activity as solely belonging to those who go to
faraway lands to preach the Gospel. Certainly so many lay people, sisters, and priests
have done this spendidly over the course of two millennia. St. Patrick, St. Anthony of
Padua, St. Francis Xavier, St. Rose Philippine Duchesne, St. Damian of Molokai, St.
Marianne Cope, St. Teresa of Calcutta, and St. Junipero Serra are but a small fraction of
the heroic men and women who left their homelands to preach Jesus Christ. But while
most of the members of the Church are not called to leave their homes to preach and
teach the Gospel, every member of the Church is called to proclaim Jesus in our daily
living and to support the work of the Missions through our prayer and sacrifice. St.
Therese of Lisieux, the Little Flower, longed to be a missionary, but since her ill health
prevented her from serving in a faraway land, she devoted herself to praying for the
Missionaries of the Church. Today, along with St. Francis Xavier, she is honored as the
co-patron of the Missions, even though she never left the Convent in France that she
entered as a teenager.

Next weekend, July 29-30, MQP Parish will participate in the Annual Mission Appeal. In
the Archdiocese of St. Louis, each parish annually hosts a Missionary who speaks and
takes a collection for their work and ministry. This year, we welcome Fr. Tom Nairn, OFM,
who will preach on behalf of the Franciscan Missionary Union. The Franciscans are
missionaries in Brazil, Russia, Vietham, and many countries in Africa; they also work here
in the Mission areas of our own nation. Following the example of St. Francis, they strive
to be the presence of Christ to the poor. At the Masses next weekend, a second
collection will be taken after Holy Communion to assist the Franciscan Missions. Please
welcome Fr. Nairn and be generous in your giving.

The following weekend, August 5-6 is the annual collection for our St. Louis Archdiocesan
Missions in Bolivia. 60 years ago, the Archdiocese of St. Louis was the first diocese in the
United States of America to send priests to work in the missions in South America. Since
then, dozens of priests and sisters and laypersons have assisted in this effort. The
Archdiocese continues to support this Mission because of our commitment to the poor
and to spreading the Gospel. Today, St. Louisans minister at Maria Reina Parish in La
Paz, Santiago Parish in Calamarca, and the Amazon Rain Forests of Riberalta. Fr. Eric
Olsen, who served as the Associate Pastor at our neighboring parish, Holy Redeemer, is
the latest priest to accept an assignment in Bolivia; he and the others there need our
prayerful support! Please pray for our Bolivian Missions, and please be generous to the
collection for the Latin American Apostolate. Envelopes are in your packets or you can
donate online.

Please pray for the success of these efforts, for all Missionaries, and for success in the
Mission of the Church — the Mission of all of us! — to make the Good News of Christ
known to all people.
