Chapter III of St. Pope John Paul II’s Apostolic LeƩer “Dies Domini” considers Sunday as the 
“Dies Ecclesiae” or the “Day of the Church.”  Our late Holy Father writes, “As the day of 
resurrecƟon, Sunday is not only the remembrance of a past event: It is a celebraƟon of the 
living presence of the Risen Lord in the midst of his own people.”   

 

People someƟme ask me, and maybe you have also wondered, why Catholics have to go to 
Mass on Sunday.  “Why can’t I just pray on my own?” their logic goes.  I usually tell people 
that it’s not an “either/or” proposiƟon.  It’s not that we either go to Mass or pray on our 
own.  Rather, it’s a “both/and” kind of thing.  Of course, every ChrisƟan should be praying 
on their own, every day, but it’s also essenƟal for Catholic ChrisƟans to come together to 
pray.  St. Pope John Paul II says it this way: “It is not enough that the disciples of Christ pray 
individually and commemorate the death and resurrecƟon of Christ inwardly, in the secrecy 
of their hearts.  Those who have received the grace of bapƟsm are not saved as individuals 
alone, but as members of the mysƟcal body, having become part of the People of God.  It is 
important therefore that they come together to express fully the very idenƟty of the church, 
the ekklesia, the assembly called together by the risen Lord…”   

  

Our late Holy Father has said that among the many acƟviƟes of a parish, “none is as vital or 
as community-forming as the Sunday celebraƟon of the Lord’s Day and his eucharist.”  I 
hope that by now you have heard me say the same thing!  For the parish community, 
Sunday is a day to show and to express our unity and to build our community.  Our 
parishioners here at MQP are involved in so many organizaƟons and acƟviƟes, from the 
Parish Council to the School Board, from the St. Vincent de Paul Society to the Parish Picnic, 
and no one (not even the pastor!) is involved in every organizaƟon or acƟvity.  But Sunday 
Mass is the one event when all of us gather together.  It is the day and the Ɵme when all of 
us, from different families and professions and levels of parish involvement, come together 
as one, to support one another, to pray for one another, and ulƟmately, to experience the 
presence and power of the risen Christ together.  In a sense, we need to come together on 
Sundays; none of us can be “Church” on our own… the Church is only a community of 
people!    

 

Besides being the day when our parish family gathers together, Sunday is also the day when 
our parish families gather together.  I know that our parish has many single people, many 
older people who no longer have children living with them, and even religious women who 
are part of the family of their communiƟes, but I have also been heartened to see so many 
families who come to Sunday Mass together.  What a valuable lesson children learn from 
their mothers and fathers about the importance of Sunday Mass and the need to take Ɵme 
out during the week to praise God and to support the parish.  Thanks to all the moms and 
dads who bring their families to Sunday Mass!   

 

Our Parish Mission statement says that we are called by God to live in a community as 
disciples.
